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Report of the Nominating Committee for the Centennial Campaign

Ladies and Gentlemen:

The Nominating Committee (“Committee”) for the ARRL Centennial Campaign
 is to identify and recruit the Chairperson and other members of the Centennial Campaign Committee ("Campaign Committee"), and to submit those nominations to the ARRL President for approval. 

Since the July 2010 Board Meeting, the Committee has done the following:

1.) Finalized the Vision Statement

2.) Finalized the Role of the Campaign Chairperson

3.) Finalized the Role of Campaign Committee members

4.) Evaluated Campaign name, which remains a work in progress

5.) Sought potential prospects for Campaign Chairperson

6.) Reviewed select profiles on final candidates for Campaign Chairperson

7.) Ranked top candidates for Campaign Chairperson

8.) Provided recommendation to President Craigie for the Campaign Chairperson

9.) Assembled a preliminary list of candidates for the Campaign Committee

After developing a vision statement for the Campaign, and finalizing the roles of the Chairperson and the Campaign Committee members, the Committee turned its attention to identifying nominees for the position of Campaign Chairperson. Chief Development Officer, Mary Hobart, researched potential candidates resulting in a pool of seven candidates.
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Research on the initial seven prospects indicated that three of the prospects did not have the giving potential for a leadership commitment to the Campaign. Profiles of the four remaining prospects were developed with information from ARRL’s Siebel system, from the Wealth Engine data and from various web inquiry sources. The four candidates have been ranked by the Committee and the recommendations have been submitted to President Craigie for review. It is recommended that candidate names be kept confidential at this point in the process.
The Committee also worked on a preliminary list of Campaign Committee member candidates. Prospects may be added to this list to ensure representation for many Amateur Radio audiences. It will be a collaborative effort among the Campaign Chairperson and the Nominating Committee to create a slate of nominees. Once the Chairperson is named, the Committee will proceed to select members of the Campaign Committee for President Craigie's approval.

The Committee anticipates the next steps to include:

1.) Assist President Craigie in the selection of the Chairperson. This may include travel to interview the candidate to discuss expectations and explore mutual interests.
2.) Continue work on potential nominees for the Campaign Committee as names arise during the development of the Campaign and once the Chairperson is named and provides input.

3.) Provide background information on nominees for the Campaign Committee. 

4.) Assist President Craigie and the Chairperson in the review, screening and selection of Campaign Committee members. This may include an interview process for certain nominees.
