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Introduction

The DX community is becoming more active with the gradual increase in the number of sun spots.  This is demonstrated by a continued interest in DXCC programs with:  applications increasing 13% over last year; QSL cards being shipped increasing 16%; LoTW activity over 310,000,000 QSOs; and DXpeditions actively occurring around the world.  
Feedback from the DX Community

There was considerable excitement with adding new DXCC entities when several islands in the Netherlands Antilles changed their political status on October 10, 2010.  The DXCC Desk  recognizing the new entities in a timely manner was much appreciated by the DX community.
Committee Happenings

Due to several suggestions by DXAC members that we consider some new DXCC awards, we forwarded a request for tasking to the P&SC as follows:   Per paragraph 6e of “The Rules and Regulations Concerning Advisory Committees,” we hereby propose that the DXAC be tasked to review the current DXCC awards program to include the consideration of possible new awards and make recommendations to the Programs & Services Committee as to their findings.

On September 2nd, 2010 the committee received the following tasking:

PSC requests that DXAC review Section 1 (Basic Rules), Part 1, of the DXCC Rules within the DXCC awards program.  In particular, PSC would like DXAC to consider whether it would be appropriate to add new multi-band DXCC awards, i.e., creating 9- or 10-band DXCC or even higher.  We also encourage DXAC to consider whether there are related or other changes in Section 1, Part 1, which may represent improvements to the entire program.  Though practicality must be considered eventually, PSC asks that you not consider staff time or administrative issues as part of your deliberations.

Please have recommendations in written form to the Radiosport committee by Jan 1, 2011.

After some clarification on the tasking, instructions were sent to committee members on September 8th to conduct the review.  The review has now been completed and a report with recommendations was sent to the Radiosport Committee on December 23, 2010.
