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On July 15, 2010, the ARRL's VHF UHF Advisory Committee (VUAC) was tasked by the ARRL Program and Services Committee (P&SC) to study the RF power levels currently used to define the Single Operator Low Power (SOLP) category in ARRL-sponsored contests above 50 MHz and to recommend any appropriate changes.  
By the November 13th meeting of the P&SC, the VUAC had approved the following recommendations:

Proposal to change Section 2 and 2.1.1.1.3 of ARRL General Rules for ARRL Contests Above 50 MHZ:
 

2.  Entry Categories: The following categories are defined for ARRL contests on bands above 50 MHz. See the rules for each contest to determine which categories apply and whether additional categories exist for that contest.   Transmit power level is measured at the output of the final stage of amplification.    
 

2.1.1.1.3   902 MHz and above -- 50 W PEP. 
 

Rationale:  The proposed change to Section 2 adds clarification as to where output power is measured for all entry categories.  The proposed change to Section 2.1.1.1.3 increases the maximum allowable SOLP power level for 902 MHz and above from 10 watts to 50 watts to reflect current technologies and trends.   It is recognized and accepted that this second change affects August UHF Contest Limited Rovers on 902 and 1296 MHz as General Rules for ARRL Contests Above 50 MHZ Section 2.4 is linked to the SOLP power levels.  
On November 13, 2010, the VUAC was tasked by the P&SC to make recommendations to encourage, explore and expand the ARRL VHF and UHF contests and other operating activities by using the multi-band and multi-mode capabilities of modern transceivers and related equipment.  The report is due by June 30, 2011 coinciding with when this VUAC is slated to disband.

Independent of direction from the ARRL P&SC, the VUAC has continued discussion on Rover rules,

specifically rethinking the Unlimited category and the rationale of its creation. The VUAC has also begun discussion on the option of introducing distance scoring into V/UHF contests as already used in the ARRL microwave events as well as some non-ARRL sponsored VHF contests.
At this time, the VUAC has not been tasked to formally make recommendations to the ARRL P&SC on these items.  
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
