I was informed of the 

announcement at the Dayton DX dinner that Kingman Reef would not be deleted and I am sure 

this was good news to the DX community and answered the question of a few DXers that has 

existed since 2001.  Recent comments from the DX community have been mostly positive about 

the release of LoTW, version 1.14.1.  This may inspire more amateurs worldwide to begin using 

this tool.
